2024. The programme focussed on development of skills related to problem solving among 

girl students of Class VI, VII and VIII of ICAR-IVRI Kendriya Vidyalaya.  

 

The programme included the sensitization of girl students about how to recognize the 

problem, various strategies to solve those problems as well as what are the obstacles in 

problem solving. The broken square exercise was administered among girl students to 

demonstrate them the importance of situation awareness and make them understand the link 

between this exercise and real-world problem solving situations. The participants actively 

participated in the exercise and shared their experience of cooperation and coordination as 

member of group. The administered exercise helped them to understand and experience the 

meaning of team spirit. The workshop also helped the girls to understand the emotional 

intelligence skills and how to implement it in their life. The introduced skills will encourage 



the girls to develop the concept and skill on self awareness, self management, social 

awareness and relationship management in their future decision making behaviour.
