TEC Pune conducts goat distribution programme and Kisan Goshti
at Ajegaon, Hingoli on 16 October 2025

The Training and Education Centre, ICAR-IVRI, Pune successfully organized a Goat
Distribution Programme and Kisan Goshti (Farmers’ Meet) at Ajegaon village of Sengaon taluka
in District Hingoli under the SCSP initiative. The programme aimed at enhancing livestock-based
livelihood opportunities for rural and marginalized farmers through goat rearing. A total of 90
high-quality Osmanabadi goats were procured from farmers and local market from Nashik, Hingoli
and Parbhani districts after veterinary inspection and certification.
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Selection and purchase of goats from the farmers

Eighteen selected Scheduled Caste farmer beneficiaries, who received practical training on
scientific goat management, were distributed five goats each (4F + 1M). All the beneficiaries were
women farmers, aimed to empower women and smallholder farmers by providing them a
sustainable source of income and nutrition security through small ruminant farming. The
beneficiaries expressed their gratitude towards TEC IVRI Pune for their continued support in
improving rural livelihoods through livestock-based interventions in the region.
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Distribution of different inputs to beneficiary farmers

Following the distribution, a Kisan Gosti (Farmers’ Guidance Programme) was held,
which attracted over 65 participants, including men and women from surrounding villages.
Experts from TEC Pune, including Dr HP Aithal, Dr Sanghratna Bahire and Dr Amol Bhalerao,
guided farmers on scientific goat rearing, disease control, breeding management, balanced feeding,
and housing practices. Dr Tukaram Bhuskar, COVAS, Parbhani and District Deputy Animal
Husbandry Officer Dr SR Khune, and local veterinary officers Dr Role, Dr Noor, Dr S Devkar,
and Dr Nirgude also shared their valuable insights. The programme emphasized the economic
importance of goat farming as a viable enterprise for improving rural income.

The event was supported by local extension workers, progressive farmers, and
representatives of Aamhi Sevak Charitable Trust, Ajegaon, who contributed actively to ensure
smooth coordination and farmer mobilization.
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The event was also widely covered in local newspapers.
