TEC-IVRI successfully organized one-day training programme on
‘Scientific Approach to Goat Farming and Backyard Poultry Production’ at
Chhatrapati Sambhajinagar (Maharashtra)

A one-day training programme on “Scientific Approach to Goat Farming and Backyard Poultry
Production” was successfully organized for farmers at Bhivdhanora under the SCSP programme.
The programme was jointly conducted by the Training and Education Centre, ICAR-Indian
Veterinary Research Institute, Pune in collaboration with Vatsalya Animal Welfare Society,
Bhivdhanora and Sunglobal Foundation, Khadka.

The training witnessed an overwhelming participation of 475 farmers, including a remarkable 220
women participants, highlighting the growing role of women in the livestock sector and rural
livelihood development.
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The programme commenced with the welcome of dignitaries and participants by local organizers
Dr Bhagwan Satale and Dr Bhaskar Somnath. The technical sessions were delivered by subject
matter experts covering various aspects of scientific livestock farming.

Dr. Dinesh Pandure, LDO, State Department of Animal Husbandry, Gangapur provided detailed
insights into various government schemes related to animal husbandry, including National
Livestock Mission (NLM), NABARD schemes, and state animal husbandry programmes. He
elaborated on application procedures, subsidy patterns, and strategies to avail maximum benefits
from these schemes.



Dr. Sanghratna Bahire, Scientist, TEC Pune emphasized the importance of animal husbandry as a
sustainable supplementary enterprise to agriculture. He covered key aspects of goat farming
including objectives of farming, breed selection, housing management, feeding practices (green
fodder, dry fodder, and concentrate feeding), use of fodder trees such as Subabul, Shevari,
Shevaga, Hadaga, and grasses, as well as health management practices like vaccination and
deworming. He also explained marketing strategies for goat kids to achieve higher economic
returns.

Dr. Kakasaheb Khose, Associate Professor, COVAS, Parbhani, highlighted the importance of
animal protein in human nutrition and explained how backyard poultry farming can meet



nutritional requirements while providing a low-cost, sustainable livelihood option for rural
households. He demonstrated a cost-effective poultry model that can be started with minimal
investment.
